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Anne Hidalgo was re-elected Paris City Councillor in the 15th District, First Deputy 

Mayor of Paris, responsible for urban planning and architecture in March 2008. In 

2006/07, she was entrusted by the Mayor of Paris with the elaboration of the City 

of Paris Climate Plan. In March 2004, she was Head of the Paris multi-party left 

wing list. In 2003 (till 2008), she was National Secretary of the Socialist Party, 

responsible for culture and the media. She was also the Technical Advisor, then Special Assistant 

for social issues in the Private Office of Marylise Lebranchu, Minister of Justice. She has also 

served as the Director of the National Institute of Labour, Employment, and Vocational Training, 

Paris (Ministry of Labour) in November 1991. Ms Anne Hidalgo has a Masters degree in Social Law 

at Lyon III. She also has a Diploma of Advanced Study in Social and Labour Legislation at Paris X-

Nanterre (post-graduate university degree).
